Program Overview

The RISE Intern Program is a paid internship opportunity for students from selected Harford County Public Schools (HCPS) and Cecil County Public Schools (CCPS). The program is intended for those students with an interest in and aptitude for Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) who lack the access to participate in local STEM program opportunities.

The internship provides a meaningful, in-lab experience where participants partner with professional engineers and scientists to complete results oriented work.  Once completed, they will present their work to representatives of Aberdeen Proving Ground leadership, as well as leadership from local participating industry partners.

Interns are paid a stipend for the two-week session via the existing Oakridge Institute for Science and Education (ORISE) contract. 
Summer 2017 Season

Summer 2017 will mark the fourth season of the RISE Program at Aberdeen Proving Ground (APG).  
This year, selected students will be assigned to working labs across the Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) community, where they will engage in the types of engineering being performed within the Army Science & Technology community.  

In addition to technical experience, participants will engage in a leadership series designed to help improve those skills that make young professionals successful in the workplace. 

Application Criteria:
The RISE program serves students with an interest in and an aptitude for STEM, who are seeking to advance their knowledge and experiences, but lack the resources and opportunities for participation. 
All interns selected to participate in the RISE Intern Program at APG must meet the following basic eligibility criteria:

· Students must be a U.S. Citizen (if student holds dual citizenship, contact the RISE program POC at APG to request a security determination as to whether individual is a viable candidate. Contact POC –Rachael Brown at 443-861-7613)

· Students must be 16 years of age or older on or before July 1, 2017 (both rising Juniors and rising Seniors are eligible to participate. Graduating Seniors are not eligible for this program.)

· Students must have no major disciplinary history

· Students must have a minimum Cumulative Year GPA of 2.0 (Preferred program GPA is 2.5. -Students with a GPA of 2.0 – 2.4 GPA will be considered based on the strength of their overall application and letter of recommendation)

· Students from the Science and Math Academy, International Baccalaureate Program and STEM Academy are not eligible to participate in this program

Applicants will be selected based on their overall fit with the program goals, with priority placement for those students who are part of historically under-represented/underserved STEM populations including: 
· Students who self-identify as qualifying for a free or reduced lunch
· Students who self-identify as a minority historically underrepresented in STEM (Alaskan Native, Native American, Black or African American, Hispanic, Native Hawaiian or other Pacific Islander)

· Students who self-identify as a female pursuing research in physical science, computer science, mathematics, or engineering
· Students who self-identify as receiving special education services
· Students who self-identify as having a disability
· Students who self-identify that English is their second language
· Students who self-identify as a potential first-generation college student (parents did not attend college)
